On February 23, 2017, Enforcement CoWlSel for the Office of the Comptroller of the 

Currency filed a Motion for Leave to Reply to Respondent William R. Blanton's Exceptions 

("Enforcement Counsel's Motion" or "Motion .. ). Enforcement Counsel's Motion requests that 

the Comptroller of the Currency grant Enforcement Counsel leave to reply to Respondent's 

Exceptions to the Findings of Fact, Conclusions of Law, Analysis and Recommended Decision 

and Incorporated Briefing and Respondent's Request for Oral Argument Regarding His 

Exceptions to the Findings of Fact, Conclusions of Law, Analysis and Recommended Decision 

(collectively, "Respondent's Exceptions''). 

Because Enforcement Counsel's Motion alleges that Respondent's Exceptions address 

argwnents not raised before the Administrative Law Judge and alleges that Respondent describes 

facts that may not be supported by evidence in the record, the Motion is hereby GRANTED. 

Enforcement Counsel may file a reply to Respondent's Exceptions within ten (10) days of the 

date of this Order. Respondent may file a response to Enforcement Counsel's reply within five 

(5) days of the date that Enforcement ColDlSel files their reply.
